Lake II Rules and Regulation –
1.  
 Landscape additions or changes require Lake II Board approval Lot Owners shall not alter, change or modify any landscaping on any portion of any lot outside a fenced area (Lake II Declarations of Covenant Article IX, Section 2a). The homeowner must seek Board approval for any desired changes.
2. 
The Association is solely responsible for the maintenance of the grass and grounds not located within a fence. This includes all plants, shrubs, foliage, ivy or plantings and any duty required to maintain them (Article IX, Section 2a)

3.   
Vehicles may not be parked in such a way as to block access to the mailbox stands & fire hydrants.

4.
It is not permitted to a park any vehicle on the grass and /or the sidewalk in any portion of the Lake II community.

5.
Any vehicle Parked in any driveway in the Lake II community must be parked completely within the driveway and must not extend into the paved asphalt areas of the street, thereby presenting a driving hazard to any traffic in the neighborhood.

6.
Vehicles may not be parked directly across the street from another person’s driveway in the Lakes II, thereby making it difficult to exit the driveway.

7.
Vehicles may not be parked at the entrance/exits to the neighborhood. This includes the ones on Parkside Valley Drive and Gray Marble.

8.
Residents must bring their garbage can and recycling bins inside their garage following pick up.
9.
Pet owners must obey the Town of Morrisville & Wake County leash lawn and pet waste rules. This means all dogs must be walked on leashes and all pet owners must clean up after their pets.

10. 
No boat, trailer, utility trailer, camper, truck (assumes this means commercial vehicle) or boat trailer shall be stored on Lake II property and No vehicle shall be repaired on Lake II property without the permission of the Board of Directors (Declaration of Covenants Article III, Section 7).
11. 
All vehicles must be parked in proper spaces. They must be legally operational (Article III, Section 7).
12.
All townhome owners shall carry a multi-peril insurance policy to cover not less than 100% of the replacement cost of their townhome (Article VII, Section 2).

13.
With the exception of customary address signs, no sign shall be displayed upon any portion of any lot or vehicle without permission from the Board of Directors (Article VIII).
14.  
Townhome owners are solely responsible for the maintenance and repair of the exterior of their homes, which shall be maintained in accordance with the Breckenridge HOA’s standard (Article IX, Section 1).

15. 
Once an area is fenced in, the lot owner is solely responsible for maintaining the fenced in area and will maintain in a neat and sanity manner (Article IX, Section 2b).

16.
Lot owners are solely responsible for maintaining the driveway that serves their lot including any portion of the driveway that extends onto common grounds (Article IX, Section 3).

17.
All exterior changes to a townhome must be submitted to the Breckenridge Architectural Committee and Master Board for approval prior to commencing with work. The Lake II Board reserves the right to deny any requested change.
